(the “Shares”) in issue. The total number of Shares entitling the holders to attend and
vote on the Adjournment Resolution at the EGM was 4,000,000,000 Shares,
representing 100% of the total issued share capital of the Company. Pursuant to Rule
13.41 of the Listing Rules, all Shareholders are permitted to vote on the Adjournment
